Don Keith Head, Jr., age 59, of Springfield, passed away Wednesday,
February 24, 2016 at Centennial Medical Center in Nashville after a
courageous nine year battle with cancer.

During his lifetime he was a prominent member of many business
organizations and was currently on the Springfield Industrial Board. His
hobbies included golf, working on tractors and Peterbilts. He was even active
in tractor pulling at one time. Mr. Head loved the Lord, was an active member
of the Green Ridge Church of Christ and was currently writing the blog
“Sewing Seeds 2015.com”.

Fontenot) Head, III of Springfield; daughter, Lindsey (Justin) Head of Cedar
