
Roy Everett Childress
August 10, 1932 - November 25, 2017

Age 85 of White House passed away Saturday, November 25, 2017 at White
House Health Care. He was born August 10, 1932 in Strawberry Plains, TN to
Johnny Andrew and Nancy Elizabeth Stipes Childress. He was preceded in
death by his parents; son, Steven Roy Childress. He is survived by his wife of
65 years, Christena Kripetz Childress; daughter, Robin Denise (Jerry Lee)
Milliken, both of White House, TN; sister, Martha Sue Miller, Trotwood, Ohio; 2
grandchildren, Lynette Milliken and Jerry Steven Childress. 

 Mr. Childress had a long and distinguished career in the United States Air
Force. He was awarded the Air Medal twice for accomplishing important
missions under extremely hazardous conditions. The Air Force
Commendation Medal was awarded for meritorious achievement in preventing
the loss of a C-130 aircraft on Easter Island due to a soft sod strip landing that
caused the aircraft to sink on one side. The second Air Medal was awarded
for successfully completing 35 extremely hazardous combat missions in
Southeast Asia. Mr. Childress served this country during the Korean conflict,
and in France during the "Cold War" and then during Vietnam until his
retirement on July 1, 1972. 
Funeral service is scheduled for Wednesday, November 29, 2017 at 2pm in
the chapel of Austin & Bell Funeral Home in White House with Rev. Jason
Malham officiating. Interment will follow in White House Memorial Gardens
with full military honors. Visitation is planned for Tuesday, November 28, 2017
4-8pm and Wednesday 10am-2pm at the funeral home. REMAINS REST AT
